In recent years, Newton County has suffered greatly from natural disasters. Major disaster events include
Hurricane Rita in 2005, Hurricane lke in 2008, Hurricane Gustav in 2008, disaster-level unnamed flooding
events in 2015 and 2016, Hurricane Harvey in 2017, and Tropical Storm Imelda in 2019. During the 2016
floods alone, over 3,600 residential structures in Newton County were damaged. Many homes were
completely inundated with water. Water rescues and mandatory evacuations occurred as flood waters
engulfed and submerged homes, businesses, and schools. Roads throughout the County were impassable,
limiting access by emergency responders to many residential areas. Without proper drainage within the
County, residents will continue to experience flooded homes and limited access to, life-sustaining support
and essential services during disaster events.

The County proposes to mitigate the existing threat to public health and safety by reconstructing bridges
and culverts in a major drainage basin flowing into the Sabine river in Newton County. The project will
include the replacement of six bridges and one box culvert in the Big Cow Creek watershed and one bridge
and one box culvert in the Caney Creek watershed. Culvert replacement will include 107 cubic yards of
box culverts and headwalls, 1,600 SY of stabilized subgrade, 1,600 SY of 4” limestone base, 1,600 SY of
asphalt and 120 cubic yards of concrete rip rap. Bridge replacement will include 2,800 LF of prestressed
concrete pilings, 280 CY of concrete abutment, 1,100 LF of concrete beams, 7,150 SF of concrete slab, 280
CY of concrete approach slab, 8,000 SY of 4” limestone Base, 8,000 SY of hot mix asphalt and 420 CY of
concrete rip rap.

The proposed improvements will ease the suffering and hardships faced by all Newton County residents,
particularly low to moderate income and other vulnerable populations, during future flood events.
